1. Is this going to be a one-stop card? Depends on jurisdiction on treaty area and what chiefs want
2. What about the bands that fall outside the Indian act? The card is for Registered Indians that fall within the Indian Act
3. How is the information going to be stored and used in the United States? In Canada? Card is swiped to confirm that card in active. A travel record is created for the trip.  
4. How are you going to connect First Nations individually? Who is going to pay for the cost? No answer
5. How do you identify people that have dual citizenship? No identification for duel citizenship 
6. How does this apply to UN Declaration? No application to the UN Declaration

S11 Bill – “As Long as the Rivers Flow” 
– A safe drinking water for First Nations Act. 



	· Mr. Leonard presented an overview and review of the Bill S-11 to the AoTC.

· The Chiefs discussed specific details of the bill pertaining to their respective regions. Treaty obligations, potential water market, expensive technical procedures were also mentioned as concerns regarding S-11.

· The Chiefs voiced their concerns regarding Canadian government consultation and engagement process pertaining to Federal legislation. They spoke of building legislation that will give the opportunity for real partnership and involvement from Nations through Chiefs regarding legislation.

· The Chiefs called for the AoTC resolution to sensor Senator Brazeau to be brought to the Canadian Government, because he does not represent the First Nation Chiefs and Nations of Canada, as he has so many times publicly claimed.

	Details and process of the acts were discussed and clarified. 
a) First Nations Commercial and Industrial Development Act (FNCIDA) 
-FNCIDA received Royal Assent on November 25, 2005 and came into force on April 1, 2006. It is an optional act designed to allow development of projects under the Indian Act by granting authority for the Governor in Council to make federal regulations on request of a First Nation. Only pertain to relevant Specific parcels of the reserve. 
b) Bill C-24, The First Nation Certainty of Land Title Act.
- Received Royal Assent on June 29, 2010 amends the First Nations Commercial and Industrial Development Act to add value to commercial real estate projects on reserve.
